 1976 – 1981 “The Monetary Authority of Belize” 
notes - are the liability of CBB & are therefore legal 
tender. Section 62 ofof the CBB Act empowers CBB to 
accept notes and coins issued under the Monetary

this same year the $1 note was replaced by the $1 cointhis same year, the $1 note was replaced by the $1 coin. 

 In June 1998 all the notes had their first security 
enhancement upgrade.

 It is a criminal offence to reproduce or be in 
possession of counterfeit note(s) & can be bepossession of counterfeit note(s) & can be be 
liable for imprisonment of up to 10 years.
